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DIRECTIONS  TO HARGATE FOREST  TQ 575 375   Post Code TN2 5NY

This is 2km S of Tunbridge Wells on the west end of Broadwater Down which links the A26 and A267.

This is a residential area, so please park considerately at the side of road west of the church.

Nearest train station is Tunbridge Wells which is approx. 2.2 km from the event. This is served by 4 trains an hour from London. Note, if approaching from the south, there are engineering works between Hastings and Wadhurst and a replacement bus service will be in operation.

RACE FORMAT. This consists of 2 races with the final results based on the combined times. Anticipated winning time in each round is between 15 and 18 minutes.
START TIMES. Race 1 is from 13:00 to 14:00. For race 1 the starts will be on a turn up and go basis. Times may be extended if required to meet the number of pre-entries per course.
Race 2 starts will be calculated from a base time. Your start time will be the base time for your course + your race time from race 1. Provisional base time for courses A and D is planned for 15:00 and for courses B and C, 15:15. For example, if you are running course A and took 15 minutes 27 seconds on round 1, then your start time in round 2 will be 15:15:27.

There will be a mass start in round 2 for anyone who mis-punched in race 1 or who took 40 minutes or longer. This will be at base time + 40 minutes (Note, this may be adjusted on the day depending upon the range of times taken on round 1).
The timings for race 2 will have to be a bit flexible as they will depend on us sorting out a start list and possibly moving some controls between rounds. For race 2 the start times are in chasing order of race 1 result within each class.

There will be flexibility for those needing split start times.

STARTS 

Please form an orderly queue having cleared your SI card. 
For round 1, you enter the start system 3 minutes before you run, when you will have your SI card checked and be able to pick up a control description sheet. At 2 minutes to go you will be able to study a map of the area. For the final minute wait on the start line. A punching start will be used. Then pick up your map from the map box and the start kite will be just beyond.

For round 2, you will be lined up in start time order. Start lists will be displayed in assembly, and in the pre-start area. Race officials will check you are in the correct place. Please arrive at the start at least 10 minutes before your start time to ensure this process runs smoothly. At the start line, your name will be called followed by the command go. This will be a timed start as published on the displayed start lists. No adjustment will be made for late starters (except for those requesting split starts).
FINISH

The finish for both rounds will be in the assembly field with a good view for spectators of competitors as they approach from the penultimate control.

Once you have punched at the finish control, please proceed straight to download. 

TERRAIN. 
Hargate Forest is an area of mixed forest managed by the Woodland Trust. It consists of a variety of deciduous and coniferous undulating woodland, with open areas to the north and south, and a steep banked stream to cross.
MAP. 1: 7500 Created in 2008 by Graham Gristwood. Updated by Simon Blanchflower 2010.

A blank map will be on display at enquiries and in the start lanes.

CONTROL DESCRIPTIONS
Control Descriptions will be provided in the start lane and will be in pictorial format for the sprint classes. Descriptions for the yellow course will be in English.

PLANNER’S NOTES
During 2009, the Woodland Trust carried out extensive thinning work and clearance of rhododendron thickets in the northern half of the map. Overall, this has improved runnability. However, in some places this work has resulted in an accumulation of brashings. The worst of these are marked on the map with the green undergrowth screen.
Large distinctive trees are marked on the map with the symbol 

Smaller trees (mostly holly or young yew trees) and rhododendron shrubs are marked 

The man-made object symbol X has been used on the map for a variety of features. These include hides, benches, and some old abandoned agricultural machinery. Some of these have been used as control sites. Control descriptions will show the IOF description X for all of these. An additional note will be displayed in the start lanes for the affected courses to identify the particular type of feature.
SAFETY

There are no road crossings on the courses but take care between parking and walking to the assembly area.
Hargate is on the edge of Tunbridge Wells and is a popular place for people to walk, exercise their dog, etc. Please be courteous to other users of the forest.
