Parking and Directions:   

From London (west):  Follow the A2 towards Dover and turn off at signs for Cobham and Shorne.  
Turn right at the tee junction towards Shorne and virtually immediately turn right again. Park on the 
right hand side of this road just after the double yellow lines. 
From Dover/Rochester (east): Follow the M2/A2 to turn off signs for Cobham and Shorne.  At 
roundabout, take first exit towards Shorne.  This takes you back over the A2. Once over the bridge 
take the 2

nd
 right turning on the right, and park on the right hand side of this road just after the double 

yellow lines. 
 
Nearest Postcode is DA12 3HD. The start/finish and pre race briefing will be a short 5 minute walk 
from registration.  Grid Ref: TQ685697  
 

Race Format: Suitable for all abilities. 60 minute Score Event. Usual KNC format with 21 controls.  
Obtain as many controls within either sets numbered 60s or 70s with mandatory changeover control 
no.80 before switching to the other control set range mid race. 1 Point  deducted for every minute you 
are late.  
 
Map and Terrain: 1:7,500 & 5m contours. Maps will be printed on A4 waterproof paper. Mixed 
woodland and open spaces with a good path network and a mixture of contour and other features.
